Seeking to provide convenient and accessible cancer care for 
area patients, Kosciusko Community Hospital (KCH) 
selected Irmscher, Inc. to design, build and leaseback a new 
cancer treatment facility in Warsaw, Indiana.   
 
Irmscher, Inc. began the process by assisting KCH with land 
selection, analyzing various sites to ensure appropriate soil 
condition, maximum visibility, and accessibility.  Irmscher, 
Inc. also coordinated the development of acceptable lease 
terms for this special function building, holding multiple 
meetings with the master tenant (KCH) and subtenants.  In 
addition, Irmscher, Inc. developed innovative methods to 
prepare the facility’s site, as the linear accelerator vault 
weighed over 600 tons and required an extensive steel 
support system.   
 
Completed in Summer 2003, the 11,400-sq. ft. Cancer Care 
Center at Kosciusko Community Hospital provides 
convenient cancer treatment to the Warsaw area community, 
while allowing several independent medical groups to share 
this hospital master-leased facility.   
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
