Orthopaedic Institute of West Central Ohio Chose the Irmscher/Marasco team to design and build a 33,500 sq. ft. 
center for orthopedic surgery, medical practice, and physical therapy in Lima, Ohio.  Orthopedic surgeons were 
joining together to build the center, so part of the challenge was to facilitate the new combined organization and 
program development.  Irmscher/Marasco was selected for the task as a national firm with medical experience, 
and the capability of helping with larger financial issues, such as an economic pro forma, licensure, and system 
and procedure set-up. 
 
Completed on a “fast track” schedule of just six months, the new facility includes three surgical suites, a 23-hour-
stay room, medical offices, and an MRI facility.  It is heralded by many in the medical field as an example of 
state-of-the-art innovation in surgery center design.
