
 

 

 
 

The design for the radiation oncology vault and ancillary 
patient areas needed to take a specialty sized room and mold 
it into an efficient and attractive environment for cancer 
treatment.  When the HDR (High Dose Rate) room was 
added, the site selected was on the side of a hill.  It was 
necessary to use twenty-two helical piers to support the 
heavy weight of the vault and HDR and, also, eliminated the 
noise and vibration.   The addition was located next to a 
frequently used driveway necessitating the protection of 
vehicular and pedestrian traffic.  
  
At the same time we renovated the interior of the suite to 
make it more ascetically appealing to the patients. 
 
The projects were completed in July, 2008 and are located at 
Lutheran Hospital in Fort Wayne, Indiana. 
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
