
 

 

 
 

Prompted by a need to develop a new medical facility, 
Faith, Hope and Love Cancer Care selected Irmscher, Inc. 
to design and construct a 8,935-square feet convenient 
cancer treatment center as part of a larger medical facility 
campus.   
 
One of the most unique elements of this facility was the 
linear accelerator vault.  Irmscher, Inc. was challenged to 
develop the vault, weighing 670 tons, by placing it on 48 
steel piles.  Although not uncommon, this element of 
construction was a unique solution to the project.  The 
installation of the door to the vault was cumbersome in 
itself, weighing three tons, designed for access only via 
remote control. 
 
In spite of highly technological components and equipment, 
the Irmscher Team designed the space into a bright and 
warm environment, including a meditation chapel, 
strategically placed skylights, and an open-air feel.  Created 
with the convenience of the patient in mind, the building 
features its own individual covered drop off area, directly 
across from the Innervision Imaging Center, which may 
also be used by the same clientele.
